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Kirk US Army Health Clinic (KUSAHC) has ordered annual influenza vaccine for the 2016-2017 season for the Aberdeen Proving Ground population to include: Active Duty, occupationally required employees and healthcare beneficiaries.  
For influenza season 2016-2017, the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) recommended only the injectable vaccine:  Inactivated Influenza Vaccine (IIV) and the recombinant influenza vaccine (RIV). 
At this time we have received doses for the following populations: active duty; occupationally required in designated positions, and beneficiaries who are medically at high-risk for complications from influenza.
We anticipate receiving additional doses in the next few weeks for infants between 6-35 months of age and the general beneficiary population.
For Active Duty Service members in tenant units with more than 10 Soldiers, KUSAHC is scheduling vaccination dates with the unit.  For Active Duty Service members in units with less than 10 Active Duty personnel and located on Edgewood Area, Service members may obtain the flu vaccine on a walk-in basis at the Edgewood Clinic on Wednesdays from 0800-1130, and Fridays from 0800-1130 and 1300-1530.  
At this time DA and DOD Civilian employees who are occupationally required to receive the annual influenza vaccine given duty as: healthcare worker, Emergency Essential, Deployable, and those who work with laboratory animals, may go to the KUSAHC immunization section or the EA OH clinic during regularly scheduled clinic hours; 0730-1600.  
At this time beneficiaries who are medically at high-risk for complications from influenza, to include: individuals age 65 years and older, pregnant women, and those with certain health conditions (chronic pulmonary or cardiovascular, renal, neurologic or metabolic disorders) or a weakened immune system may go to the KUSAHC immunization section during regularly scheduled clinic hours. 
At this time the pediatric influenza vaccine for infants between 6-35 months is not yet on-hand. Updates will be posted on this site. 
DoD contractors who receive medical surveillance examinations in the Occupational Health Clinic, but are not otherwise DoD healthcare beneficiaries are not eligible to receive the influenza vaccination through the Occupational Health Clinic.  We encourage contractors to contact their healthcare provider or health insurance company for information on where to obtain the vaccination. 

Everyone is encouraged to receive the annual influenza vaccine.
